The Library of the Cabinet (Naikaku-bunko) in Tokyo has a fine first edition, and I possess a beautifully
executed manuscript copy. This handbook is a magnificent example of Ming printing: three large-sized

volumes, printed in big characters on good paper. It was already famous during the Ming period.
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
